
Reading 4 
 
 
 
Reader A (silently) reads from a book ringing a 
bell every time she reaches the end of a page. 
 
Reader B (silently) reads and re-reads the first 
paragraph of the same text, ringing a bell every 
time he reaches the end of the paragraph. When 
reader A rings the bell, reader B finishes reading 
the paragraph he is reading and moves to the 
next one. 
 
Reader C (silently) reads and re-reads the first 
sentence of the same text, ringing a bell every 
time she reaches the end of the sentence. When 
reader B rings the bell, reader C finishes reading 
the sentence she is reading and moves to the 
next one. 
 
 
 
Note: The sound of A’s bell should be qualitatively 
different from the sound of B and C’s bells. 
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
